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The recommended four-year plan is designed to provide a blueprint for students to complete their degrees within four years. These plans include the

recommended sequences of courses. Individual plans will vary based on previously earned credit such as Dual Enrollment and AP credit as well as student's

academic goals. Students will work with an Academic Advisor to develop a more individualized plan to complete their degree.

Students will choose two additional

experiences from: Intensive Leadership Experiences, Mentored Undergraduate Research, Community-Based Engaged Learning, Internships, and Study

Abroad/Study Away.
