The Bachelor of Science in Public Health degree was
offered for the first time in Fall 2016 and is designed to
promote an understanding of health and disease based on
public health principles. Public health promotes and
protects the health of people and the communities where
they live, learn, work and play.

Through a data driven evidence-based approach,
students will learn to apply social, behavioral, policy,
environmental, and educational interventions to help
shape population health. Students will also learn how to
assess needs of target populations, create program goals
and objectives, and develop strategies to foster health
behavior change interventions for individuals and
communities.
